During the last few months, events in Montpelier Woods have raised the concern level about safety and crime.  We have had neighborhood incidents:


-A break-in was attempted on Aspenwood Lane by two men who are      


still at large.
-A young man attempted to defraud homeowners and solicit money.            We understand he has been returned to custody as a parole violator.

-Several cars were stolen, stripped and abandoned. Cars were found 

beyond repair.
-Over the years, numerous items have been stolen from open garages.

The Board of the Homeowners Association suggests the following to prevent criminal acts.


-Lock your doors and all windows (including second floor windows).

Examine your windows to determine if they can be compromised.

-Lock your sliding patio doors, insert a block of wood at top and wedge a bar in the track to prevent anyone lifting the door out of the frame.

-Turn off power to your garage door opener when leaving your house 

 unattended for long periods of time. Keep your car locked.

 Don’t leave your garage door open and unattended.

Needless to say, unusual behavior in the community by strangers should be reported to the police if you believe they may be committing a criminal act.   

In general, please be alert to what is going on around the neighborhood. The Board will continue to keep the community informed about criminal activities and safety issues.
